What do your eyes — and hearts — see in this log?

First, do you see the V - shaped
gorge? It's depth and breadth attempts
to image our sin. We turn away from
God. We walk away. The distance
between us widens. The rut we are in
gets deeper.

Second, do you see the Cross which
plumbs the depths and reaches across
the breadth of our sin? Do you see that
the cross bridges and reconnects the
sides?

Third, do you see that such a bridge is
built by God’s great love for the world?

Last, do you see in that central OVQ
including the circle at the bottom and
the extensions on each side, the figure of
a man viewed from above? Imagine the
circle as his head, the O/O his upper
arms, and the flat sections his forearms,
complete with nails near the ends. As
with all bridges, this one costs. It cost
God, God'’s special child.

Dietrich Bonhoeffer: it is only because we follow Jesus that we can be
genuinely truthful, for there he reveals to us our sin upon the cross.
The cross is God’s truth about us, and therefore, it is the only power
that can make us truthful. When we know the cross, we are no longer

afraid of the truth.
